ECOC 2011: 37th European Conference and Exhibition
State of the Art in Optical Communication

The 37th edition of this major event will be organised by Electrosuisse – the Swiss association for electrical engineering, energy and information technologies – at the Conference and Exhibition Centre of the Palexpo in Geneva.

The Geneva conference will surely also provide additional lasting highlights in the areas of grid computing (presented by CERN) or in the area of encryption systems (quantum technology).
The organisation committee under the direction of Professor René Salathé, EPFL Lausanne, and Professor Ursula Keller, ETH Zurich, expects 1,200 conference participants and about 5,000 attendees for the exhibition that will accompany the topics. The Conference and Exhibition Centre of the Palexpo in Geneva offers the ideal infrastructure to do justice to this major event since about 350 presentations, various symposiums, workshops and tutorials that usually take place at the same time (parallel sessions) must be accommodated. There will also be about 400 exhibitors from around the world that will gather in Geneva to present their products in the areas of optical communication and photonics to the expected 5,000 attendees. 
The call for papers submission deadline is 14 April 2011. The 100-strong programme committee under the direction of Dr. Christopher Harder will evaluate approximately 350 highly topical presentations of the expected 700 submissions.
